If you require this department to compile the planning history showing information prior to 1997 there would be a staff time charge, payable in advance, the amount of which would depend how far back in time you wish to search (The rate of the staff time charge is currently £32 per hour).

(Planning records go back as far as the late 1940’s, obviously the further back you wish to go the higher the staff time charge). Once your cheque has been received the planning history will be prepared, allowing for the usual workload carried out by the department.
